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St. Stanislaus College is a secondary school, founded as a boys’ grammar school by Fr. Langton S. J. in 1866, in Georgetown, Guyana, South America.  Run by the English Jesuit Order of Catholic Priests, the College became co-educational in 1975, and was taken over by the Government in 1976, with Government-appointed teachers replacing the clergy in 1980.

The College prepares students for direct entry into the work-place and entry into University.  In the past, students sat the Oxford and Cambridge Ordinary (O) Level Examination and, if preparing for University, the London Advanced (A) Level Examination.  Today, these exams have been replaced respectively by the Caribbean Secondary Education Certificate (CSEC) Examination and the Caribbean Advanced Proficiency Examination (CAPE), both of which are set by the Caribbean Examinations Council (CXC).

The College currently has a student body numbering about 550.
